Announcement of Changes to the 2010-2011 Preliminary PEIMS Data Standards
Classroom Link Data Collection Changes
As a result of the input given to the Texas Education Agency (TEA) on January 12, 2009 at the Classroom Link Data Collection Training Sessions and additional analysis by TEA staff, TEA has revised the PEIMS data records and instructions regarding the Classroom Link data collection that begins in the 2010-2011 school year.  The changes involve the 040 Staff Identification/Demographic record, 300 Course Schedule record, the 305 Teacher Assignment record, and the 415 Course Completion record.  These changes will be implemented in the Preliminary PEIMS Data Standards documents on the PEIMS website.   
The following is a summary of the changes that have been implemented for the Classroom Link data collection since the December 2009 release of the 2010-2011 Preliminary PEIMS data Standards.  
040 Staff Identification record

Staff Type Code – 

The last bullet under the040 record layout was revised to remove the word “professional”. 

PEIMS Data Element E1073:  The definition was revised to remove the word “professional”.  
300 Course Schedule record

· This record will be renamed to be known as the 300 Course Section record.

· The 300 Course Section record Instruction bullets have been rewritten to better explain the Purpose and General reporting requirements.  

· The Non District Based Instruction Code has been renamed to Non Campus Based Instruction Code and redefined to clarify the intent of this code. 

· Example #4 has been expanded to illustrate a complete school year of classes. 

· PEIMS Data Element E1074, Class Period Indicator, has been changed from a numeric field to an alpha-numeric field.  

· Code Table C182 has been changed such that code “06” is now “Non-Campus Teacher Providing Instruction at Another District Facility”.  This change was necessary to accommodate schools that send students to another facility within the district for certain academics such as Career and Technology Education.  The “Other” code, formerly “06”, has been renumbered to “99”.

· The data record key for the 300 Course Schedule record will be changed to include the Course Sequence Code data element.  The data key will be as follows: 
INPUT-RECORD-TYPE-CODE, 
DISTRICT-ID, 
CAMPUS-ID, 
SERVICE-ID, 
CLASS-ID-NUMBER, 
and COURSE-SEQUENCE-CODE. 

This change will mean that a district could report the same Class ID Number for a particular class that is reported with multiple parts (e.g. Part 1 and Part 2 of a two semester course).  This change is necessary to retain the same level of reporting that currently exist for the 415 Course Completion record.  Without this change the level of reporting between the 300 Course Section record, the 305 Teacher Class Assignment record, and the 415 Course Completion record would be different and would not pass the fatal edits during the PEIMS data submission process.  
305 Teacher Assignment record

· The 305 Teacher Assignment record instruction bullets have been rewritten to better explain the Purpose and General reporting requirements.  

· The 305 Teacher Assignment record minimum reporting standards for the 2010-2011 and 2011-2012 school years are also more clearly stated.  

· Example #4 has been expanded to illustrate a complete school year of classes.

· PEIMS Data Element E1067 - Class Role definition has been clarified.  

· Code table C180 - Class Role codes were revised to include three choices: 
1. Teacher of Record, 
2. Assistant Teacher, and 
3. Support Teacher. 
· These changes were made to eliminate the confusion caused by the original Primary and Secondary Teacher labels initially published in the Preliminary PEIMS Data Standards.  

· The data record layout for the 305 Teacher Assignment record will be changed to include the Course Sequence Code data element (E0948) in Column 53.  
· The data record key for the 305 Teacher Assignment record will be changed to include the Course Sequence Code data element.  The data key will be as follows:

· 305 Teacher Assignment Data record Key will be changed to include the Course Sequence Code data element.  The data key will be as follows: 
INPUT-RECORD-TYPE-CODE, 
DISTRICT-ID, 
CAMPUS-ID, 
STAFF-ID,
SERVICE-ID, 
CLASS-ID-NUMBER, 
COURSE-SEQUENCE-CODE, and
ASSIGNMENT-BEGIN-DATE. 

This change will mean that a district could report the same Class ID Number for a particular class that is reported with multiple parts (e.g. Part 1 and Part 2 of a two semester course). 

This change is necessary to retain the same level of reporting that currently exist for the 415 Course Completion record.  Without this change the level of reporting between the 300 Course Section record, the 305 Teacher Class Assignment record, and the 415 Course Completion record would be different and would not pass the fatal edits during the PEIMS data submission process.  

415 Course Completion record

· The 415 Course Completion record instruction bullets have been rewritten to better explain the Purpose and General reporting requirements.  The minimum reporting standards for the 2010-2011 and 2011-2012 school years are also more clearly stated.  
· The 415 Course Completion record minimum reporting standards for the 2010-2011 and 2011-2012 school years are more clearly stated.  

· The 415 Course Completion record reporting chart has been updated to illustrate correct reporting standards. 

· Example #4 has been expanded to illustrate a complete school year of classes.

· PASS/FAIL/CREDIT-INDICATOR-CODE

· Code Table C136:  A new code “00” – Not Applicable, has been added to allow for the reporting of students that do not complete a particular class.

· The data record for the 415 Course Completion record will be changed to include the Course Sequence Code data element (E0948) in Column 36.  
· Course Grade and Final Course Grade will be changed to alpha-numeric fields.  The Domain of Values, will be expanded to include P== and F== in addition to the existing 000-120 range for numeric grades.  P== is for pass/fail courses that are passed and F== is for pass/fail coursed that are failed (not passed).  

· The data record key for the 415 Course Completion record will be changed to include the Course Sequence Code data element.  The data key will be as follows: 
INPUT-RECORD-TYPE-CODE, 
DISTRICT-ID, 
CAMPUS-ID-OF-ENROLLMENT, 
STUDENT-ID,
SERVICE-ID, 
CLASS-ID-NUMBER, 
COURSE-SEQUENCE-CODE, and
STUDENT-BEGIN-DATE. 

This change is necessary to retain the same level of reporting that currently exist for the 415 Course Completion record.  Without this change the level of reporting between the 300 Course Section record, the 305 Teacher Class Assignment record, and the 415 Course Completion record would be different and would not pass the fatal edits during the PEIMS data submission process.  
The Classroom Link Training documents on the PEIMS web page will also be updated to reflect these most recent changes regarding the Course Sequence Code being added to the 305 Teacher Assignment and the 415 Course Completion record, and also changing the data keys for the 300 Course Section record, the 305 Teacher Assignment record, and the 415 Course Completion record.
