Definitions: Levels of Care

LEVEL I:  PRIMARY

Adequate functioning in all developmental and/or environmental areas.  There may be transient difficulties, everyday worries, and occasional misbehavior, but would be regarded as a normal child; responds to normal discipline.  The caregiver provides routine home environment with guidance and supervision to meet the needs of the child.

LEVEL II:  SPECIALIZED

No more than occasional problems in functioning in any area, some acting-out behavior in response to life stresses, but these are brief and transient; minimally disturbing to others, and not considered deviant by those who know the child.  The caregiver provides routine home environment with supplemental guidance and discipline to meet the needs of the child.

LEVEL III:  INTERMEDIATE

Frequent or repetitive minor problems in one or more areas; may engage in nonviolent antisocial acts, but is capable of meaningful interpersonal relationships.  Requires supervision in a structured, supportive setting with counseling available from professional or paraprofessional staff.

LEVEL IV:  THERAPEUTIC

Substantial problems; has physical, mental, or social needs and behaviors that may present a moderate risk of causing harm to self or others, poor or inappropriate social skills, frequent episodes of aggressive or other antisocial behavior with some preservation of meaningful social relationships.  Requires treatment program in a structured, supportive setting with therapeutic counseling available from professional staff.

LEVEL V:  INTENSIVE

Severe problems; unable to function in multiple areas.  Sometimes willing to cooperate when prompted or instructed, but may lack motivation or ability to participate in personal care or social activities or is severely impaired in reality testing or in communications.  May exhibit persistent or unpredictable aggression, be markedly withdrawn and isolated due to either mood or thought disturbance, or make suicidal attempts.  Presents a moderate to severe risk of causing harm to self or others.  Requires 24-hour supervision by multiple staff in limited access setting.

LEVEL VI:  SEVERE

Very severe impairment(s), disability(ies), or need(s); consistently unable or unwilling to cooperate in own care.  May be severely aggressive or exhibit self-destructive behavior or may be grossly impaired in reality testing, communication, cognition, affect, or personal hygiene.  May present severe to critical risk of causing serious harm to self or others.  Requires constant supervision (24-hour care) with maximum staffing in a highly structured setting.

General Instructions for Schedule #6D—Disclosure of Lobbying Activities

This schedule addresses lobbying activities with members or staff of the U. S. Congress at the federal government level only.  It is not applicable to lobbying activities at the state government level.

The filing of this schedule is required for each payment or agreement to make payment to any lobbying entity to influence or attempt to influence an officer or employee of any federal agency, a member of congress, an officer or employee of congress, or an employee of a member of congress in connection with a covered federal action.  Complete all items that apply for both the initial filing and material change report.  Do not complete or sign this schedule if you are not disclosing lobbying activities.
Section 1–Type of Federal Action:

Identify the type of covered federal action for which lobbying activity is and/or has been secured to influence the outcome of a covered federal action.

Section 2–Status of Federal Action:

Identify the status of the covered federal action.

Section 3–Report Type:

Identify the appropriate classification of this report.  If this is a follow-up report caused by a material change to the information previously reported, enter the year and quarter in which the change occurred and the date of the last previously submitted reporting entity for the covered federal action.

Each organization shall file a disclosure form at the end of each calendar quarter where any event occurs requiring disclosure or that materially affects the accuracy of the information contained in any disclosure form previously filed by such organization.  An event that materially affects the accuracy of the information reported includes:  a cumulative increase of $25,000 or more in the amount paid or expected to be paid to influence or attempt to influence a covered federal action; or a change in the organization(s) or individual(s) influencing or attempting to influence a covered federal action; or a change in the officer(s), employee(s), or member(s) contacted to influence or attempt to influence a covered federal action.

Section 4–Name and Address of Reporting Entity:

Provide the following information for the reporting entity full name; address; city, state, and zip code; congressional district, if known; check the appropriate classification that designates it is, or expects to be, a subaward recipient; and identify the tier of the subawardee (e.g., the first subawardee of the prime is the first tier).

Subawards include but are not limited to subcontracts, subgrants, and contract awards for grants.

Section 5–Name and Address of Prime:

The Texas Education Agency is the prime federal recipient.  This information has been completed.

Section 6–Federal Department/Agency:

Enter the name of the federal agency making the award or loan commitment including at least one organizational level below the agency name, if known (e.g., Department of Transportation, United States Coast Guard).

Section 7–Federal Program Name/Description:

Enter the federal program name or description for the covered federal action (item 1).  If known, enter the full Catalog of Federal Domestic Assistance (CFDA) number for grants, cooperative agreements, loans, and loan commitments.

Section 8–Federal Action Number:

Enter the most appropriate federal identifying number available for the federal action identified in item 1:

Section 9–Award Amount:

For a covered federal action where there has been an award by the federal agency, enter the federal amount of the award for the prime entity identified in items 4 or 5.

Section 10a–Name and Address of Lobbying Registrant:

Enter the following information for the lobbying registrant engaged by the reporting entity identified in item 4 to influence the covered federal action:  full name; address; and city, state, and zip code.

Section 10b–Individuals Performing Services:

Provide the following information for the individual(s) performing services, if different from 10a:  full name (last name, first name, and middle initial); address; and city, state, and zip code.
