This information is to be submitted only ONCE per school district (not per campus) using the online Survey Monkey website.  Please identify one most appropriate person in the district to enter survey responses. This individual will want to work with other district employees to ensure that accurate responses are provided.  These responses will be reflective of district-level policies and practices, as well as campus averages.  Please note that Survey Monkey will not allow you to fill out part of the report online and then come back later to complete it. Therefore, it is recommended that you use the attached copy of the survey to compile your answers first, and then log onto Survey Monkey to enter and submit the information electronically. Again, please remember that the survey must be submitted online via Survey Monkey. After you complete the survey online, and click DONE you will receive a message thanking you for completing, but will not be able to access it again. Therefore, we recommend that you keep a copy of the survey for your own records and supply another to the Superintendent.
