· Modified Schedule/TAAS Testing Days, TEC 25.082 - Allows the district to modify the schedule of classes on TAAS testing days during the current school year only to reduce interruptions during testing periods. This waiver is approved for only one year at a time.

· Algebra I–IV - Allows the district to offer Algebra I–IV as a two-year course or a one year course on a block schedule for two credits if the two-year, two-credit Algebra I course covers all required Texas Essential Knowledge and Skills and is as rigorous as the standard one-year Algebra I course. New waiver requests or renewals for a two-credit waiver for Algebra I will be approved for one state elective credit and one mathematics credit, with the state elective credit earned in the first year and the mathematics credit earned in the second year.  This waiver will be approved only for students beginning the program in the 2000-2001 school year, or in prior school years. Once students begin the program under an approved waiver, they may complete the program. This extended learning time is designed to ensure that all students complete Algebra I successfully.
